 Thank you! Thanks to all who prayed for the Team of 13 from TEBA 

that was in Haiti July 6-15. We had a great trip. Many have asked about our 

safety due to the rioting in parts of the country while we were there. We did 

not know anything was happening until we started getting messages from the 

states asking if we were okay. In Maissade, there was no protesting. On Satur-

day, as we prepared to travel back to Port-Au-Prince, our bus driver stated 

that we were a blessed people. He said just hours after getting into Port-Au-

Prince Friday the week before, the roads were closed and they are now open 

today (Saturday) and Sunday. He added there were plans for them to be 

closed on Monday. Upon arriving at the Florida House, we learned that the 

Prime Minister had just resigned. The protest, over the price of gasoline, has 

not reoccurred. Pray for the nation of Haiti. The people have been oppressed 

by their government for years. Pray for a peaceful renewal of the government 

which would have a heart for their people. 

 Even with the events happening in Haiti, God is bringing glory to 

Himself. On our trip we had the opportunity to make over 1,250 direct minis-

try connections (people contacts). 318 of those were in our Medical Clinic. We 

also witnessed the Lord save 50 people. Continue to pray for the spreading of 

the gospel in Haiti and about your participating in a future trip. 

 Speaking of Mission trips. It is time to make commitments for the 

annual trip to Copper Basin Crisis Center in Ducktown, TN. The trip will be 

Sept. 2-7. The group will leave Sunday afternoon and return Friday. Cost for 

the trip is $125 which includes transportation, lodging, meals and ministry. 

This is always a great trip and I encourage you to come be a part. Please con-

tact the office by no later than Thursday, Aug. 23 letting us know who is go-

ing. 

 I know it is a little early to be talking about Christmas but it is time to 
plan for Christmas Backpacks. We have found a location where we can order 
backpacks for $4.00 each. Please let Joyce know if you would like to join in 
this order. We already have plans to order 300 backpacks. Also note that on 
the Association website (tebaonline.org) there is a link for all the information 
concerning the Christmas Backpacks. Also the Happy Birthday Jesus party 
will be held Saturday, Dec. 8 at the Crisis Center.
