Women With a Heart for Godõs  Work 

Association-wide Womenõs Ministry Update 
Dear Sisters In Christ, 

Our Associational WMU participated with TEBA on March 1st with the Geor-
gia Baptist Mobile Dental Van Ministry at Agape Hispanic Mission in Claxton, GA. 
Nurse Practitioners from East Georgia Healthcare saw people who had medical 
needs both Friday and Saturday. There were two Optometrists from Statesboro who 
came and provided vision checks. There were students from Georgia Southern who 
demonstrated their nutritional food groups. We had students and their instructor 
from Mercer University Pharmacy in Atlanta, GA providing medical screenings for 
blood pressure, blood sugars, temperatures, and listening to your heart. Rev. Ro-
man Rodriguez' sister also had information on RSM. There were twelve WMU ladies 
from Claxton First Baptist Church who worked in the kitchen preparing the meals on 
March 1st and March 2nd, for the Medical Van. We had volunteers signing everyone 
in who worked on both days. They also ensured that all volunteers signed confiden-
tially forms so that we remain HIPPA protected. We had volunteers filling out the 
medical forms for the nurses and nurse practitioners. We also had ladies passing 
out the meal vouchers and the personal care kits. Ten men from Claxton First Bap-
tist helped with set up of the tables, chairs, and posters for each of the stations for 
the event. There were three dentist who volunteered for this project. They were Dr. 
Fionn Thomas and his wife, Alesia Thomas, and Dr. Darin Townsend, and his assis-
tant, Darin Townsend, III, his son. Dr. Townsend also brought his wife, Bridget, who 
helped fill out medical forms on Saturday. Dr.Townsend brought an interpreter to 
help him with his patients that did not speak English on the van. There were 12 peo-
ple that were seen medically by a nurse practitioner, six people saw the Optometrist, 
approximately 100 people were fed on Friday and Saturday, and fifty-one personal 
care kits were handed out. The remaining personal care kits were given to East 
Georgia Health care who will be giving them to the migrant workers who work in the 
onion fields when there is a health clinic in the fields. They have six weeks of health 
clinics, and these extra personal care kits are provided to workers who have noth-
ing. I have done this for years. A letter was mailed on February 4, 2019, to all WMU 
Directors and ladies requesting that each church provide five women, five men, and 
ten children kits for this Medical Van. Rev. Roman Rodriguez was provided with kits 
for his Vacation Bible School for the children, and kits for his church members who 
needed them. On Thursday, February 28, 40 people who called in for dental care 
were given an appointment to come in starting at 4:00 p.m. to be screened by 
Southeastern Technical School students under the Supervision of Jennifer Gramiak. 
After screenings were completed, 36 were given an appointment on Friday or Satur-
day to receive dental care from the dentist on the Medical Van. This was the first 
year the appointment system for the dental care screenings was utilized and all 
went smoothly. This was my seventh year as your Project Director for the TEBA 
Medical/Dental Van Ministry, and I have thoroughly enjoyed working with so many 
churches in the Tattnall-Evans Association doing the Lord's work. I have worked 
with wonderful men and women, who have supported and had faith in my work. I will 
never be able to thank all of you enough for believing in me and standing by me. 
This was my last year as Project Director. It was not my decision. The decision was 
made for me. 

The Baby Comfort Station was on Saturday, March 9th and Sunday, March 
10th at the Evans Co Wildlife Festival in Hagan, GA. The TEBA Missions Team 
sponsors this event every year. Kathy Hill was in charge of getting ladies from 
churches in the association to work shifts on both days. Those churches participat-
ing were Agape, Claxton First, Cobbtown, Collins First, Connors, Evergreen and 
Faith. This Baby Comfort Station is a blessing for those moms who have babies and 
toddlers. The Baby Comfort Station was a success again this year.
